Position Statement

on HPV Gender Neutral Vaccination
(GNV)

[Korean Expert Group about
HPV vaccine and Related Diseases]

1 To prevent HPV-related diseases such as cervical cancer, head and
neck cancer, genital warts, penile cancer, and male infertility, it is
recommended that all individuals aged 9-26, regardless of gender,
receive HPV vaccination.

2 The optimal age for HPV vaccination is 11-12 years.

3 The recommended vaccination schedule is 2 doses at a 6-month

interval for those aged 9-14, and 3 doses at O, 1, and 6-month intervals
for those aged 15-26.

4 Individuals aged 27 and older may receive the vaccine after consultation
with their healthcare provider.
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
